As a Manchester school, we follow the Man-

chester Agreed Syllabus, using the RE Today 

scheme as our approach. It ensures progression 

of learning throughout the school and follows a 

structure guided by key questions to encourage 

independent thinking.  

Our scheme ensure coverage of the National 

Curriculum and extends our children beyond this 

minimum requirement.  

Why we teach RE 

How we teach RE 
At St Agnes, the whole school, from 

EYFS to Year 6, follow the RE Today 

scheme of work. This ensures a 

consistent approach and allows 

children to build on their 

knowledge and understanding each 

year. RE is taught weekly in all clas-

ses and is reinforced in a variety of 

ways across the curriculum. RE is 

embedded in school life through 

our values, collective worship and 

Peace Mala work.  

Lesson take a variety of formats as 

children are encouraged to ex-

plore, reflect and discuss their own 

beliefs and the beliefs of others. 

Children’s learning is recorded and 

expressed through talk, written 

work and the arts.  

Assessment is formative and 

on-going, informing teachers 

as to the next steps in learn-

ing. Lessons are planned to 

include all children and sup-

port them to achieve their 

potential. 

All staff are supportive of the 

school ethos and values. Our 

scheme supports staff subject 

knowledge and high quality 

pedagogy.
