Chesterfield: A large market town in 
Derbyshire. A church in the town is 
known as the ‘Crooked Spire’ because 
of its twisted and leaning spire.

Buxton: The highest market town in 
England. It is about 300m above 
sea level.

Bakewell: A small town in Derbyshire 
that is famous for its ‘Bakewell 
Puddings’. 



The Peak District: It is mostly 
in Derbyshire but is also 
within some other counties. 
It is a hilly and mountainous 
area with peaks of 500-600 
metres. The highest point in 
the Peak District is called 
Kinder Scout.
